Applicant must provide high school and/or college transcripts to the Scholarship

6. The school counselor, the agriculture teacher, or another teacher of your choosing
must submit a letter of recommendation for you to the Scholarship Committee.
7. Scholarship recipients must maintain at least a 2.5 cumulative grade point average
in college. If this average is not maintained, no further payments will be made
until the 2.5 average is achieved.
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Criteria To Be Considered in Selection:

A. Scholastic performance — 25%

B. Citizenship, leadership and extra-curricular activities — 25%
C. Community contributions — 25%

D. Financial need — 25%
