BCWA Student Logo Contest  

The Cary Community Foundation- Founders 

Fund Campaign, a component fund of the 

North Carolina Community Foundation, has 

provided the BCWA a $1,000 grant for educa-

tional outreach in the watershed.  Funds 

must be spent in 2008.  

 

The BCWA decided to use the grant to fund a 

logo design contest for the Black Creek Wa-

tershed.  This logo will be used on educa-

tional/outreach materials to be distributed at 

events throughout the Town.  They brain-

stormed details about the contest at the 

January meeting. 

 

Goals of the logo contest and materials 

Participants considered the goals before 

thinking up the details.

Participants discussed a potential long-term 

vision for the BCWA, regarding whether a logo 

is needed to help with long-term sustainabil-

ity of the group, or whether the group is short-

term for planning purposes. 

 

Christy pointed out that restoring the water-

shed will take time, and ideally a community 

group would continue to oversee the process.
