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What is SBR?

Physical Attributes

Soybean rust appears as a tan or brown lesion on a leaf.
Mature lesions are composed of postules that contain spores.

SBR symptoms can be seen within 4-5 days after inoculation.
Postules appear 7-10 days after inoculation.
Spores that can spread are produced in 2-3 weeks.
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
