1. Martin County Farm Heritage Fair 2011, herein known as the Fair, will be held Saturday, December 3, 2011.

2. The Committee reserves the right to make all final decisions.

3. The Committee reserves the right to determine suitability and approval of all items entering festival grounds.

4. No alcoholic beverages will be allowed or sold during the Fair.

5. The Committee reserves exclusive rights to the name and logo and use thereof and no items may be sold displaying logo without prior permission from the Committee.

6. A certificate of liability insurance form or the completed hold harmless statement must be returned with your application.

Rules & Regulations for All Vendors

1. Booth sizes that are available are:  small – 10 ft. deep by 12 ft. wide; medium – 10 ft. deep by 18 ft. wide; large – 10 ft. deep by 24 ft. wide.

2. Electricity is available for an additional fee.  Availability is on a first-come basis.  The Fire Marshall and/or the Committee reserve the right to inspect and approve your equipment.  You will need to furnish your own extension cords.

3. Tables and chairs are available for rent.  The tables are 8 ft. in length and are $4.00 each.  The chairs are $3.00 each.  You are allowed to bring your own.

4. The Committee reserves exclusive right to assign booths on a first-come basis.  The Committee will also determine the location of each booth and has the right to separate booths by types of Foods/Arts & Crafts/Commercial Display and Non-Profit Organization and Commercial, as it feels is in the best interest of the Fair.

5. All booths are expected to be attractive.

6. Silly String and poppers or any product of the same nature will NOT be sold during this event.  The sale of items that can release projectiles will NOT be sold during this event.  Examples:  slingshots, blowguns, or paint ball guns, etc.  The Williamston Police Department will be enforcing this as well as the Fair Committee.

7. NO REFUNDS will be given.

8. The Committee, the County of Martin, and the NC Cooperative Extension or any event sponsor are not liable for damages, injury or loss to any person or goods from any cause whatsoever.  The Fair Committee and others listed cannot be held responsible for any claims for damage, injury, or loss arising out of or in connection with use of space or grounds at the Fair.
9. Your signature on this fair rules form verifies that you agree to allow your picture to be used in marketing the Farm Heritage Fair.
Food Vendors

1. Due to contracts existing at the Ag Center with the N.C.D.A., chief food items cannot be allowed.  For example:  hamburgers, barbecue, chicken, steak, etc.  Only baked goods and approved items can be sold.  For example:  peanuts, candy, fudge, peach/apple jacks, ice cream.  Please call the NC Cooperative Extension – Martin County Center for more information.

2. Vendors also cannot sell soft drinks or tea.  You can sell homemade products such as lemonade, milkshakes, and ice cream.

3. All Food Vendors are required to abide by the rules and regulations developed by the Martin County Health Department and the Williamston Fire Chief.

4. It is your responsibility to have at all times an approved fire extinguisher located inside your booth if you are cooking.

5. The Ag Center and the Committee will provide trash receptacles.  Please help keep areas clean and free of debris.

6. No open fires are permitted in the Fair area.
