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Chatham Co. 4-H Points of Success Program
What is the Points of Success Program?

Points of Success is an award program utilized by Chatham County 4-H to recognize 4-H members for all of their working during the year, both within and outside of their 4-H club activities.

How do I participate?

Obtain a point recording sheet and explanation sheet from your club leader so that you can track your progress throughout the year.  The explanation sheet will outline all the activities you can perform or participate in to obtain points.  Be sure to record your activities and their corresponding points on your sheet!  You can’t be recognized for the great things you do if you don’t keep record of them (  When you are done for the year, be sure to get both a parent and your club leader to sign your sheet to turn in to 4-H office for recognition.
When does the program take place?
Each 4-H year, we begin a new Points of Success Program that runs from January 1st through December 31st  of the next year.

What do I get for participating?

Depending on the number of points you accumulate throughout the year, you can win certificates, medals, plaques, and 4-H money!  Here is a breakdown of awards that you can win based on accumulated points:
1-299 Points:  Green Certificate of Achievement and a Chatham County 4-H $10 Coupon

300-599 Points:  Bronze Certificate of Achievement and a Chatham County 4-H $15 Coupon

600-899 Points:  Silver Certificate of Achievement and a Chatham County 4-H $20 Coupon

900-1199 Points:  Gold Certificate of Achievement, medal, and a Chatham County 

    4-H $25 Coupon

1200-Up Points:  (Gold +) Gold Certificate of Achievement, plaque, and a 

    Chatham County 4-H $30 Coupon

(All 4-H coupons are redeemable for 4-H camp registration, retreat registration, or any 4-H county activity that requires a registration fee.  All coupons are valid for one year.)
