Costume Class Rules: 

1. Participants are responsible for supplying costume materials. 

2. Costumes must be safe for both child & animal. 

Youth will participate in a  3 class rotational goat clinic, followed by a judged showmanship classes 

by age division and an optional costume class.  The goats will be provided to those who do not 

own  one. There is no goat or show experience required for this event. Participants will receive an 

event t-shirt and goodie bag. The cost is FREE but spaces are LIMITED. Show entry form, 4-H en-

rollment form and medical release form are REQUIRED  no later than Monday October 19, 2014.  

What is Showmanship? Showmanship is a participant’s opportunity to demonstrate his/her 

knowledge and ability  to properly present the goat to the best advantage.
