JUNIOR BREEDING EWES

1. Open to Rowan County residents 21 years of age or younger as of January 1, 2021
2. Exhibitors requiring assistance in the show ring may be accompanied by an older
junior. No adults. The youth in who’s name the animal is entered will be the primary
exhibitor.

3. Each exhibitor is limited to entering a total of two ewes, regardless of breed or age.
4. NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED!

5. To show as a breed, original registration papers must be presented at check-in. All

crossbred ewe breed types will show by weight and the number of permanent incisors. Ewes
will be mouthed. Ewes found to have more than two pairs of permanent incisors will be
disqualified.

6. Sheep with obvious abscesses (open or unopened), ringworm, sore mouth, or any
other contagious disease will not be allowed in the barn. All sheep must be appropriately
identified and comply with USDA and NCDA&CS Scrapie Eradication Program guidelines.

7. Breed classes will be broken by age within each breed as follows:

JR. BREEDING EWES
Breed Ewe Classes:

AJE-1 Junior Ewe Lamb

Born After December 31, 2020

AJE-2 Senior Ewe Lamb
Born Sept. 1, 2020 to Dec. 31, 2020

AJE-3 Yearling Ewe
Born Jan. 1, 2020 to Aug. 31, 2020

Crossbred Ewe Classes (Ewe Lambs and Yearlings):
AJE-4 Crossbred Ewes

Weight classes will be broken appropriately. Crossbred Ewes with no evidence of permanent incisors will
show as ewe lambs, with classes broken by weight. Crossbred Ewes with evidence of one.



JUNIOR MARKET LAMB SHOW

1. Open to NC residents 18 years of age as of January 1, 2021

2. Exhibitors requiring assistance in the show ring may be accompanied by an older
junior. No adults. The youth in who’s name the animal is entered will be the primary
exhibitor.

3. Lambs must weigh a minimum of 80 pounds and a maximum of 145 pounds to be
eligible to compete for Grand and Reserve Champion honors. Lambs weighing less than 80
pounds or more than 145 pounds will be given one re-weigh opportunity.

4. Lambs weighing less than 80 pounds or more than 145 pounds are eligible to be used
by their exhibitors for showmanship.

5. Market classes will be divided according to weight.

6. Showmanship classes will be divided by the age of the exhibitor, as of January 1,

2021. Showmanship age groups are: Pee-Wee 8 and under; Junior 9-12; Intermediate 13-15;
Senior 16-18; Senior Plus 19-21

7. All lambs must have all their baby teeth intact. Lambs may be mouthed at check-in.
8. Only wethers are eligible for this show.

9. A hair sheep class market class will be offered.

10.  Each exhibitor is limited to two entries. If they have more than one lamb in the same
class, they are responsible for getting another junior exhibitor to show one lamb for them.
11. Lambs must be shorn prior to the show, with no more than % inch wool growth.

12. Sheep with obvious abscesses (open or unopened), ringworm, sore mouth, or any

other contagious disease will not be allowed in the barn. All sheep must be appropriately
identified and comply with USDA and NCDA&CS Scrapie Eradication Program guidelines.
