Why?

To investigate and learn more about a career in agriculture that interests you! 
How?
1. Poster must be on standard poster board (22” x 28”) – other sizes are not eligible.
2. Select an **agricultural career you are interested in and share it with us!  For example: “Apple Farmer,” 
“Veterinarian” or “Landscape Architect.” See back for more suggestions.  (Be sure to include the name of the career as part of your poster!)
3. Newspaper and film cartoon characters may not be used.  These are copyrighted materials.
4. Do not attach items thicker than the poster board to the poster.  Nothing may hang off the poster.
5. Be sure to add brief, factual information to the poster, so the judges will know you researched the career.
6. Keep it simple and to the point.  Think of your poster as a “billboard” to “advertise” this career field.
7.   Complete the contest entry form on the back of this sheet and tape it on the back of your poster.
