1. Are testing methods, including test strips, colorimetric, ORP, etc, being used appropriately?
· Correct type of test strip

· Appropriate test range
2. Is the water used for post-harvest activities documented to be free of generic E. coli?
3. Is the water used for post-harvest activities sanitized, and is the sanitizer concentration monitored to ensure that it is maintained within an effective concentration range and within allowable limits?
4. Is re-circulated water maintained so that sanitizers can be effective? Is water quality monitored and changed and the water system cleaned according to an assessment and company procedure and are logs kept which include sanitizer concentration, pH if sanitizer is pH dependent, and/or ORP records?

· Re-circulated water needs to be maintained so that the sanitizer being used is effective. The previous expectation was that the water needed to be changed at least daily. We have changed the requirement so that the water needs to be maintained or changed, as needed, in order to assure that the water does not contain concentrations of solutes or organic materials that might make the sanitizer ineffective. The auditor will expect the operator of these systems to understand this requirement and to be able to explain how they maintain the water quality and at what point the water should be changed.
