Karla will access and process all proposals and accompanying documentation electronically through PINS.  The PINS system allows you to attach your proposal to the PINS document for submission.  If proposals have PIs from separate departments, all departments must be listed, and all PIs and respective department heads must review and approve. The proposal template can be completed and saved to your hard drive as a WORD document, which you can then attach to PINS.  Please be sure to approve and route proposals in PINS as soon as you are notified by email to keep the process moving forward for everyone.

The Funding Period Dates are March 1, 2016 to February 28, 2017.
