A red ribbon means 

that the participant needs some more work before going on to the district 

competition.  Red ribbon winners are asked to meet with county staff 

and/ or presentation coaches to practice and get approval to go on to the 

district competition.  Gold medal winners at the district competition earn 

$60 from Henderson County 4-H.  Depending on their category, they 

may earn a scholarship provided by donors to NC 4-H to participate in 

the state competition.  Gold medal winners at the state level may also earn an award provided by donors to NC 4-H.
